4. Practice your essay correctly.  Read your notes and textbook FIRST.  Then write your essay from memory. If necessary before submitting your final paper, go over your notes and textbook to verify the correctness of ideas or concepts.

5. Hi-light your thesis statement AND document references.

6. Always follow your essay frames. (TS – Reason – Support – Commentary) 

7. You can add sophisticated commentary to your essay by offering opposing viewpoints, highlighting changes over time, searching for significance, drawing links between concepts, and establishing cause and effect or yes/but relationships.

8. Always be concise and precise.

9. Proofread your essay for both content and mechanical mistakes.  

10. Make your essay neat (i.e. no smudges, creases, and/or faded ink.)

11. Submit your essay on time (or on the first day back if absent.)

12. DO NOT print multiple copies of your final responses for friends.  Even though you may have worked on the assignment together, submitting multiple copies to the teacher gives the impression of cheating.  Identical or nearly identical papers will each receive an ‘F’.
