GUIDE QUESTIONS FORMAT

1. The average length for a Guide Question response is 1 well-developed paragraph (7-10 sentences).

2. Paragraphs should be typed (Times Roman or Arial; 10 pt. font).

3. Try to time yourself. A reasonable goal for writing a GQ response is 10-15 minutes.

4. Staple your pages.  Remember: put your name and class period on the first page.

5. Read the entire chapter before completing any question.  

6. Write the question above each response. 

7. ** Support all ideas with SFI (dates, terms, terminology, etc.) from your chapter. **

8. Underline SFI, but avoid blanket underlining, i.e. underlining more than three words at a time.
9. Hi-light each answer’s topic sentence.

10. Don’t waste words.  Be precise and concise when writing.

11. Conclude each GQ response with 1-2 sentences of analysis. Remember: Your goal is sophisticated writing.  Therefore, try to make connections between topics, highlight cause and effect relations, emphasize significance, showcase opposing viewpoints, etc.

12. Proofread your responses after you finish. If English is not your first language, have a friend  proofread for you.  You can also schedule time with me at lunch to address writing concerns.  Remember:  superior students always revise, review, and redo.

13. Paragraphs should reflect proper mechanics and grammar.  Points will be subtracted for poor grammar.

14. DO NOT print multiple copies of your final responses.  Even though you may have worked on the assignment with a friend, submitting multiple copies to the teacher gives the impression of cheating. Similar papers will each receive an ‘F’.
