APUSH Chapter 01/02 Vocabulary:  Settling of America
1. Conquistadors- Spanish explorers who conquered land in the New World in order to acquire riches. They are important because they depleted resources in the New World land while affecting native populations through diseases, marriage, military conquest, and technology.

2. Joint Stock Company- A business established collectively by wealthy investors in order to make profit from the New World exploration. It was important as it eventually led to the Virginia Company, which established the first permanent English colony (Jamestown) in the New World.

3. Indentured Servant- Poor Englishmen who exchanged their labor for transportation to the New World.  With the promise of freedom dues, they provided the hard work to settle and prosper in Virginia and Maryland.

4. Religious Toleration- Legislation passed in 1649 in Maryland, which permitted toleration to all Christians. It is important as it protected the lives of the Catholic minority and established a religious precedent in the New World.

5. Dissenter- Someone who breaks from established religious orthodoxy.  Dissenters, especially from Puritanism, were important as they provided a foundation for religious freedom in America and spurred settlers westward. 

6. Iroquois- Indigenous Natives Americans from the northeastern woodlands of North America. They are important their governmental and military systems blocked colonial expansion in the 17th century and served as a model for the United States in the 18th century. 

7. Hernando Cortes- Spanish conquistador whose invasion of Mexico in 1519 led to the collapse of the Aztec empire. His actions are important because they reflect the ruthlessness Europeans used to conquer the New World while decimating Indian populations.

8. Elizabeth I- Queen who after the defeat of the Spanish Armada in 1558 brought England into its Golden Age. She is important because she is the regent who made England the leading European country while secretly supporting piracy against Spain and Portugal and exploring in the New World. 

9. James I- King of England in 1608.  His conflict with the Anglican and Congregational churches created political strife in England an environment of salutary neglect in America, where religious misfits and indentured servants were encouraged to emigrate.
10. King Nicotine- Tobacco: the economic savior of Virginia in the 17th century.  Made profitable by John Rolfe,  tobacco was important as it became the cash crop of Jamestown helping establish its economy, a Southern culture, and England’s place in the New World.

11. Plymouth- In 1620, pilgrims landed here off the coast of Massachusetts, and after struggling against the weather and natives, established a separatist colony.  At Plymouth, Pilgrims created the Mayflower Compact, establishing principles of majority rule in the United States.

12. Royal Colony- A colony under direct governmental control of the English monarchy. English control provided both the necessary assistance for colonial survival and the aggravation for colonial resistance.

13. Soil Butchery- The idea that tobacco cultivation drained the soil and created an inexhaustible demand for new land. This idea is important as a cause of westward expansion, southern cultural/economic development, and Native American conflict.
